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Due beginning October 15, 2007

Choose a topic concerning the software engineering process and present an oral discussion of it to the class.  Write a brief description of the topic and submit it to the Instructor by Oct. 3, 2007, for approval.  If it is approved, the Instructor will assign you a presentation date beginning Oct. 15, 2007.  You may negotiate with the Instructor if this date creates problems for you.  Not everyone will be able to present on the same day.

The discussion should last about 10-15 minutes, and may use the overhead projector.  The grade for this will form part of the grade on your personal contribution to the class.  Your contribution to the Project will also form part of this grade, although these may not be directly connected to each other.
Strive for clarity, conciseness, interest, utility and professionalism in your presentation.  Also, briefly summarize your discussion in a short paper, and turn this in on the day you make your oral presentation.  It should have a topic title and your name (not course ID) at the beginning.  It should consist of an Introduction, a repetition of the Basic Points of your presentation, a Summary or Conclusion, and a list of the references you consulted, as well as any you believe would be useful to the reader. 
Below is a partial list of journals from which you may find appropriate articles on software engineering topics.  Most of these are available in the IUPUI library, and you may access many of them electronically, provided you use your IUPUI email login ID.  You may also find useful material in trade journals.  Appropriate topics include those on processes, metrics, management techniques, application of standards, requirements engineering, practical experiences reported in the literature, design methodologies and languages, and software engineering tools.  Avoid concentrating on programming issues, which are beyond the scope of this course.
